But
you'll likely be referred to an
ophthalmologist for more
complex eye problems and for
conditions requiring surgery.
Opticians. Opticians fill
prescriptions for eyeglasses,
including assembling, fitting
and selling them. Some
opticians also sell and fit
contact lenses.
